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New Roundabout at 16th and Wesbrook

The Roundabout at 16th and Wesbrook is nearing completion. If you have never driven in a roundabout, or need a
refresher, here are some guidelines.

e Vehicles in a roundabout travel in a counter-clockwise direction.

e Circulating traffic (vehicles already in the roundabout) always have the right-of-way over entering traffic. Please
yield to these vehicles when entering the roundabout.

e Follow lane designation signs and other signage
e Bicycles can use the roundabout, just as other vehicles do. Please yield to them, as you would to any other vehicles.

e Pedestrians should stay on sidewalks and only cross at designated crosswalks. Never cross into the roundabout’s
centre island.

e Once you have entered the roundabout, proceed counter-clockwise to your exit. You now have the right-of-way
over entering traffic.

Budget Planning

The UNA Board’s Finance Committee — Jan Fialkowski,
Peter Smailes, and Sharon Wu - is working on the
2008/09 budget.

The Finance Committee is also working on longer term
budgets to make sure that there are sufficient
reserves to to maintain the UNA neighbourhoods infra-
structure, including such things as roads, sewage lines,
and other infrastructure.

The Finance Committee will present final budget
proposals to the UNA Board for approval.
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Student Housing

At the January UNA Board meeting, AMS representative
Brendon Goodmurphy tabled the AMS’s report on student
housing and asked the UNA to strike a subcommittee to
discuss the report’s findings. Board Vice Chair Mike
Feeley and Directors Erica Frank and Brendon
Goodmurphy agreed to serve on the committee.

“We wrote the report because we believe that there is
a housing crisis at UBC and that students are being
pushed further off campus,” Goodmurphy said.

He is particularly concerned with rising rental rates
throughout the Lower Mainland and the very low
vacancy rate. The vacancy rate for rental accom-
modations in Vancouver, for example, is now 0.3%. As
anyone who has been at the bus loop when students are
arriving or leaving UBC knows, large numbers of students
ride the 99-B Line to Broadway Station where many of
them board the Skytrain for destinations as far away as
Coquitlam and Surrey. This not only makes for a very
long day, but, in Goodmurphy’s opinion, results in UBC
students being less engaged than students at universities
where more students live on campus.

Goodmurphy is also concerned that the Official
Community Plan intended to provide guidelines for the
residential development happening at UBC isn't geared
toward students’ needs. Few students can afford to
purchase housing and much of the rental accommodations
in the UNA neighbourhoods are intended for faculty and
staff. Current housing options are also not meeting the
needs of students with dependants and this s
particularly problematic for UBC's single parent students
living on student loans. While, rental housing in our
neighbourhood cannot meet all of these student needs
there is certainly a possibility for welcoming more
student renters into our community.

Both Goodmurphy and Committee member Mike Feeley,
whose family rents out their secondary suite to student
tenants, hopes that this will happen. Students have a
need for housing and some UNA residents are in need of
tenants. Feeley and Goodmurphy see this as a win-win
situation that can help strengthen the campus
community and build bridges between students and other
UNA residents.

Local Churches Plan
Homelessness Outreach

Many of us in the UNA community may imagine that
homelessness is an issue that takes place only on the
Downtown East Side or only in East Vancouver. To some
extent, this is true. There are fewer homeless people
here than there are in most other parts of the Lower
Mainland. But, as homelessness continues to grow, no
part of Vancouver will be immune.

On March 10th and 11th, Metro Vancouver will conduct
its next homelessness count. According fo the local
RCMP, there may be about a dozen homeless people at
UBC and undoubtedly more in adjoining Point Grey and
Dunbar. Homeless people may not have homes, but they
are also part of our community.

Three local Anglican churches, St. Helen’s, St. Anselm’s,
and St. Philip’s, have begun an outreach program for
homeless people who live at UBC and in Point Grey and
Dunbar. Teams of volunteers will walk the neighbour-
hoods making contact with homeless people and handing
out Kits that contain food, warm socks and toques, and
information about social services.

The intention of the program is, “to reach out and let
people know they are loved,” Rev. Pitman Potter, one of
the program’s coordinators, said.

Volunteers will attend a series of training workshops
before beginning their outreach work. The first workshop
was held at St. Helen’s on Tuesday, February 19th. Judy
Graves, who is the City of Vancouver homelessness
advocate, and Jaime Page, who has worked in homeless
shelters, facilitated an excellent session that included
basic information about homeless people.

"The key is respect,” Page said. “Homeless people are
just like us; they have the same needs and desires.”

Both Judy Graves and Rev. Potter reminded participants
that while volunteers are hoping to give fo homeless
people, they may be surprised to find themselves
receiving even more in return. This may sound counter-
intuitive, but research has shown that giving benefits the
one who gives as much, or even more, than the one who
receives. It is worth pondering what it means to be a
giver, both to ourselves and to the community we live in.

“You can measure a community by the way it looks after
its most vulnerable members,” Potter said.

By that measure, it's clear that nearly all parts of
Metro Vancouver can do better than they presently do.

At its February meeting, the UNA Board of Directors passed a motion supporting the Vancouver School Board's Phase-1
Proposal and wrote a letter to the VSB forwarding residents’ concerns.

In part, the Board wrote that, "UNA residents, along with UEL and UBC family housing residents are as deserving of
access to schools as all other residents of the Vancouver School District. The UNA Board urges the Trustees to uphold
this policy of equity.”

A recent meeting at U Hill Secondary brought parents,
students, and PAC members together to discuss the
conditions students face in the overcrowded school facility.
U Hill Secondary was originally built to house 325 students
and there are now 560 students shoehorned into its small
space. The school has no cafeteria, not enough desks for
students in many classes, only one gym, and inadequate
classrooms for many science classes.

Julie, a Grade 12 U Hill student, described the conditions
as, “unsafe, unsanitary, and unfair.” Students at nearby
Lord Byng Secondary not only have a cafeteria, but they
can order food. “How wonderful is that!” Julie said.

Other students at the meeting echoed Julie’s concerns and
they offered a wish list of things they would love to have
in a new school. The list isn't full of big-ticket items. On
the contrary, it contains things that most secondary
students in Vancouver take for granted.

“A desk of my own.”
“Being able to take science in a science classroom.”
“Being able to eat lunch in a cafeteria instead of on a dirty floor.”

“The situation has become intolerable for students at U Hill Secondary,” Charles Menzies, Chair of the UNA Schools
Committee, said. “It's seriously affecting the ability of students to learn. We must act now.”

“The problems for school-aged children in our neighborhood have reached a point where delaying action is not an option
anymore,” Lutz Lampe, who has a daughter in Grade 4 at U Hill Elementary, said. "The VSB has a duty to use its
funds to provide equal access to public schools for all children.”

U Hill Elementary PAC Co-chair Mankee Mah is concerned about the impact of sending large numbers of students to
schools outside their community.

*When you deny a child the access to a neighbourhood school,” Mah said, “you also deny that child and their family
the support that exists within their community. Neighbours can’t easily share child-care arrangements when their
children attend different schools.”

What Can You Do?

Even though the formal consultation process has
ended, you can still email or phone VSB Trustees.
More importantly, there are still fwo
opportunities to attend public meetings about the
proposal. On March 5th, the VSB's District
Management Committee will announce its final

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TRIUMF: Canada’s Discovery Machine

You might not realize it, but one of Canada’s premier
scientific research facilities, TRIUMF is located in South
Campus. TRIUMF is not only a research facility, however,
but an active member of the UBC community that
operates regular tours, offers a lecture series, and
coordinates special programs for high school science
students from across the country.

TRIUMF, Canada’s national nuclear and particle physics
laboratory, was opened in May 1969 by the “tri-
universities,” the University of British Columbia, Simon
Fraser University, and the University of Victoria—hence
the name TRI-University Meson Facility (or TRIUMF).
Since it's opening, scientists from over 25 countries have
come to do research at TRIUMF. TRIUMF also provides
opportunities for postdoctoral fellows, undergraduate
students, and high school scholars to work alongside
TRIUMF scientists.

TRIUMF is home to the world’s largest cyclotron. A
cyclotron is a type of particle accelerator that
accelerates particles as they follow a spiral path
through the accelerator. Scientists use powerful
magnets to guide the particles through the accelerator,
and the particles gain speed as they move ftowards the
outside of the spiral. Then the particles are directed
towards different experiments around the facility. Only
1/3000th of a second is needed to accelerate the
particles and 1000 trillion particles are accelerated per
second. The magnets used to guide the particles are so
strong that even through three stories of concrete, they
can cause paper clips to stand on end.

While a nuclear reactor used for power generation can
produce as much as 1000 megawatts (MW) of power, the
energy produced by TRIUMF's proton beam is only
1/10000th of this in size. Just like a light bulb, this
beam will instantly turn off if there is a power
interruption. Both of these things significantly increase
the safety and security of TRIUMF's facilities.

The specialized beams at TRIUMF can be used to study
the reactions that power the stars and that ultimately
give rise to all the elements in the universe. For
instance, we all know that gold and silver are precious
metals on Earth and that they are relatively rare. But
where did they come from in the first place? Scientists
at TRIUMF have discovered that these elements are

made only in certain stars at the end of their lives: the
explosive death of a star produces the precious metals
we value on Earth.

Recently, TRIUMF formed a partnership with Virtual
Research On Call, which uses video networking
conferences to connect high school students from across
Canada with TRIUMF's scientists. With doors wide open,
director of TRIUMF, Nigel Lockyer believes that “Canada
will remain globally competitive only when our young
students get excited about the science projects led by
their country.”
